These are some              
important events and ideas that are central to the life and 
message of Jesus.   
 
What connects these messages and the special times of       
worship leading up to Easter is the idea of journey.  We are 
a people on a great spiritual journey with Jesus.  He invites 
us to the great adventure to redeem and reclaim our broken 
world for and to Him.
