The story of the Pilgrims 

sailing to America for religious freedom is one of those stories.  Now…

for a little-known part of that story…  

 

One hundred passengers jammed into the Mayflower for the journey from 

England to America in 1620.  It was a miserable two months.  They were 

cold, wet, hungry and sick.  One passenger, John Howland, was swept 

overboard.  As he was thrown over the side, he grabbed a rope, holding 
on until he could be pulled back up. 

 

John Howland later married Elizabeth Tilley at the Plymouth Rock 

settlement.  They had ten children and eighty-eight grandchildren.  Their 

descendants in America number over two million today!   

 

The power of one…person.  Don’t underestimate the difference you can 

make!  Each person you influence can influence someone who can 

influence someone else.   The Apostle Paul says to young Timothy, “the 

things you have heard me say in the presence of many witnesses, entrust 

to reliable people who will also be qualified to teach others” (II Tim. 2:2).   

 

What is the message we can pass on?  Love in Jesus name.  What does 

that look like?  Don’t give up. Don’t give in. Make a difference. Give back. 

Step up.  Speak up.  Be kind.  Serve.  Forgive.  Pray.  Heal.  Help.
